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Being eligible…

RHS is one of the few schools to allow juniors to apply, so students have more 
opportunities to be accepted. We encourage students to apply during their junior 
year and then again in their senior year if not accepted.

All JUNIORS and those SENIORS who are not current members will receive a 
letter in the first few weeks of school inviting them to an interest meeting IF:

- They have at least a 3.75 GPA
- They have taken at least 80 credits  

At that interest meeting, the entire application process will be discussed in great 
detail.



There are four pillars that MUST be fulfilled to become a member

CHARACTER

SERVICE (school and community)

SCHOLARSHIP

You must maintain a minimum CUMULATIVE 
GPA of 3.75 throughout your junior and senior 
years.



CHARACTER

You must demonstrate good character both in 
and out of school.  You cannot have any 
disciplinary infractions written up at RHS.

This includes, but is not limited to: 

● cheating/plagiarizing 
● fighting
● vaping etc. 



SERVICE
There are two components to service.

(1)  School service

You must be an active member of at least 2 clubs/sports/activities that 
RHS offers EACH YEAR, verified by the advisor/coach.  See the RHS 
website for a list of all clubs/sports.

(2) Community service

You must show an ongoing, regular commitment to serving the 
community around you without receiving financial compensation. (This 
starts AFTER middle school) (Could include community service done 
for sports teams, religious affiliations, etc)(NO- there is no set # of 
hours required to be admitted to NHS)



LEADERSHIP

You must demonstrate leadership in EITHER school OR your 
community.  This could mean, but is not limited to being:

● a captain of a team 
● a coach of a rec team
● a teacher of religious classes
● a Peer Leader
● section leader of the marching band
● an officer of a club/class (student council)
