Reserve, a withdrawal in the amount of $1,200,000 for Maintenance projects
throughout the district.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Roxbury Township Board of Education includes in
the proposed budget the adjustment for banked cap in accordance with N.J.A.C.
6A-23A-10.1(b). The district has fully exhausted all eligible statutory spending authority and
must increase the base budget in the amount of $303,690 for the purpose of Special
Education Services. The district intends to complete said purposes by June 2026.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Roxbury Board of Education includes in the
proposed budget a Health Care Cost adjustment as calculated in the budget software and
pursuant to N.J.S.A. 18A:7F-38 subsection (d) in the amount of $1,117,950. The additional
funds will be used to pay for the additional increases in health care premiums.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Roxbury Board of Education includes in the
proposed budget an Enroliment Cost adjustment as calculated in the budget software and
pursuant to N.J.S.A. 18A:7F-38 subsection (d) in the amount of $55,752 for the purpose of
Special Education Services.

403(b) and 457(b) retirement programs that are funded through voluntary employees’
salary reduction contributions for the purpose of enhancing retirement income,

WHEREAS, the IRS allows these retirement programs to be funded with after-tax dollars
and therefore be considered ROTH retirement plans,

WHEREAS, the SECURE 2.0 Act creates an income limit of $145,000 for the
deductibility/pre-tax contributions for anyone 50 and older,

AND WHEREAS, those earning in excess of the income limit must make the catch-up
contributions to a ROTH account using after-tax dollars;

BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board hereby agrees to approve that the tax shelter companies
offer a ROTH option to the 403(b) and 457(b) retirement plans.
